Investigations concerning
Roman Period settlement den-
sity along the northwestern
border of the Aquincum mili-

tary town

Preliminary archaeological excava-
tions were carried out in the area bor-
dered by Hunor, Héviz and Kunigunda
Streets prior to laying the foundations of
an apartment complex there. The aims

of this research included
locating the northwestern
border of the Aquincum
Military town and estimat-
ing Roman Period settle-
ment density in the area.

During the course of exca-
vations it became appar-
ent that the border in
question may largely have
run below today’s Héviz
Street, that is, the excavat-
ed area lay within military
territory but outside the
Military town, north of the
town’s edge (Figure 17).

The western part of this
area was located higher
up and was inhabited. The
eastern area must have
been agricultural land but
became marhsy once
Roman river regulation
and drainage works were

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On the basis of the relative chronolo-
gy of the earliest features, it may be
concluded that the settlement must
have predated the 2nd-3rd century
legionary fort. Traces of North to South
oriented wattle-and-daub houses with
post structures could be observed
together with a short section of a drain-
age ditch located at the edge of the lot.

Two factors defined the orientation
of the road system in the northwestern
quarter of the canabae surrounding
the 2nd-3rd century legionary fort: the
North to South orientation of the fort
and the natural Northwest-Southeast
direction of the Vordsvér Valley. The
dynamic coordination of these two
components may be followed up to
the present day in the layout of streets
in Obuda. Vérosvari Street follows the
line of the Roman road that used to
leave the fort’s porta decumana. A par-
allel road ran from the fort’s North-
western corner and corresponds to
modern day Hunor street. The Roman
feature located closest to the investi-
gated area is a 4th century funerary
chapel (cella trichora) found at the
intersection of Korte, Hunor and
Raktér Streets. It is accompanied by
remains of buildings from the canabae
that represent several periods. These
buildings were oriented Northwest to
Southeast and opened to the Roman
road that preceded Hunor Street and
extended beyond the city’s border.
Ruins of wattle-and-daub as well as
stone houses oriented toward this

road and additional drainage ditches
were found along the full length of the
excavated area. The abandonment of
this area falls in line with trends
observed in other parts of the canabae.

The wall remains running in two
different directions are indicative of
the changes in the orientation of the
road system. Phenomena observed at
this site suggest that prior to the con-
struction of the legionary fort, the road
network of this territory followed the
same system. Early, short-lived fea-
tures oriented North to South as well
as subsequent constructions oriented
Northwest-Southeast ~ dated  to
between the beginning of the 2nd and
the end of the 3rd centuries

With the advancement of time, the
habitation area expanded increasingly
toward the east. Wattle-and-daub
houses with post structures were
erected at the beginning of the 2nd
century, and as early as that time,
additions were continuously built on
their eastern sides.

East of the buildings under discus-
sion here, details of a house with stone
foundations  oriented = Northwest-
Southeast were uncovered. It was built
at the turn of the 2nd and 3rd centuries
and destroyed during the second half
of the 3rd century.
