A teriilet kozelében 1995-ben
folyt régészeti szondizds (ZS1DI
1996), 1998-ban pedig a telektdl
300-350 méterre a Szolokert utca
6. szam alatti leletmentésen romai
villihoz tartozo épiiletmaradvi-
nvok, valamint a 3. szizad maso-
dik felébal szarmazo sirok keriiltek
napviligra. (ZSIDI 1998)

Mivel a beruhidzo egy pinceszint
nélkiili iroda és raktdarépiiletet ki-
viant épiteni a telken, a tervek is-
meretében eltekintettiink a teljes
feliileti feltaristol. A szondizds két
iitemben tortént. Az elsd iitem-
ben, két nagyjabol észak-déli ira-
nyt 25X2,5 méteres kutatoarkot
nyitottunk.

Fxcavations in the area
of the Aquincum muni-
cipium

(Budapest 111, 39 Kunigunda Road,
Lirn: 18878/10)

Rescue excavations were commi-
sioned by the IFF-Dom Ingat-
lanhasznosité kft. on the archaco-
logically protected lot at 39
Kunigunda Road between March
19 and April 18, 2001.

Archacological test excavations
were conducted near this territory
in 1995 (ZSIDI 1996). In 1998,
remains of a Roman villa and
graves from the second half of the
3" century were unearthed during
rescue excavation at 6 Szolokert
Street, some 300-350 m from this
territory (ZS1D1 1998).

Since the investor mtended to
build an office and depot building
without a cellar, we did not
unecarth the entire area. Test exca-
vations were carried out m two
phases. In the first phase, two,
more or less, north-south oriented
25%2.5 m trenches were opened.

A stony layer from the Roman
period was found under the on
average 1.5 m thick, modern fill
covered by a thin humus laver in

titkoztiink (1. kép), amely szamos
romai ¢pitészeti elemet, tobbek
kozott egy monumentdlis mészkd
parkanytoredéket és tobb dombor-
miurészletet foglalt magdban.

A koves felilet, atvigis utin
tobb megujitott
¢északnyugat-délkeleti irdnyd ro-
mai utnak bizonyult, amelynek
legalso, sdrga kavicsos rétegei mir
a talajvizbe nyuiltak. A szonda nyu-
gati metszetfaliban két kiszedett

periédusban
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test trench 1. (Iig. 1) It
contained several Ro-
man architectural cle-
ments,
monumental

including a
cornice
fragment and some
relief fragments.

The excavation cut
through the stony sur-
face. It proved to be a
northwest — southceast
road

oriecnted Roman

with several re-
construction  phases.
The lowermost vellow
gravelly layers already
lay beneath the ground
water table. ‘Traces of
two walls were  ob-
served in the western
cross-section of the test
trench. On the south-
ern side, under the level
of the road, two scattered
ash cremation graves were discov-
ered. Grave no. 7 is especially
noteworthy: it contained a plate
containing a food offering, cov-
ered by a lid and placed on the
ashes, a jug and a coin. (Fig. 2)
The analysis of the deposits on the
wall of the jug revealed that wine
was kept in the vessel (The analy-
sis was carried out by Dr. Ferenc
Gyulai — 1 am grateful for his

data).

fal nyomit is ¢szleltiik. A déli olda-
lon, az it szintje alatt két bolvga-
tatlan szorthamvas ritusa sir keriilt
el. Kiilon figyelmet érdemel a 7.
sir, amelybol, egy hamvakra rakott
¢telaldozattal teli lefedett tanyér,
egy kancso és egy érem keriilt el6.
(2. kép) A korso falanak lerakoda-
sanak vizsgilata kimutatta, hogy
az edényben bort tiroltak. (A vizs-
gilatokat Gyulai Ferenc végezte —
adatait eziton is koszonom.)

Az ttol északra egy nagyobb

A larger round feature
with a diameter of 2.5 -
3 m, probably a well,
and a narrow wall were
documented north of
the road. These fea-
tures, however, could
not be excavated be-
causc of the rising level
of the ground water.

art of a cemeten
with mixed rite burials
was found in the brown
humus south of the
road in test trench 2.
Three of the unearthed
burials were scattered
ash graves and two were
imhumation graves. The
graves, except for one of
the imhumations, were
not disturbed. Three smaller cast-
west  priented, nearly parallel
ditches observed on  the
southern side of the test trench.

were

Late Bronze Age vessels were
found in a grave-like feature in the
northern wall of the test trench,
and sherds of a similar age were
also found scattered in the rest of
the test trenches.

The second phase of excavation
work was justified by the need to
clanfy the path of the road and by
the numerous finds. In this phase,
two 25X3 m test trenches were
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fal nyomdt dokumentiltuk, ezck-
nek az objektumoknak a bontisdra
azonban gvorsan emelkedd talajviz
miatt nem keriilt sor.

A 2. szonddban az ut vonalitol
délre a barna humuszban egy ve-
gyes ritusu temeté részlete rajzolo-
dott ki.

meg. A szonda ¢szaki metszetfali-
ban, egy sirszerti objektumban ké-
sobronzkori (:d(’.‘l'l}(‘knrl talaltunk,
de hasonlo kori keramiatoredékek
szorvanyosan a tobbi kutatoarok-
bal is elokeriiltek.

A szdamos lelet és az dt vonali-
nak megismerése tette indokoltta
a munka masodik iitemét, amely
sordn  két  tovibbi, egyvenként
253 méteres szonddt hiaztunk az
I. szonddval parhuzamosan, attol
keletre.

A 3. szonddban részletesebben
megfigvelhetvé vilt az at legalibb
hiarom rétegii szerkezete, amely az
utolsd fazisban kozel 9 méter szé-
les lehetett. (3. kép) A déli oldalon
kirajzolodott a kovekkel és téglival
kirakott utszegély is. Az utfelilet-
ben itt is tobb faragott épitészeti
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opened parallel to test trench 1, to
its cast.

The, at least, three-layered struc-
ture of the road could be observed
in detail in test trench 3. In the last
phase of its operation, the road
might have been ca. 9 m broad.
(Fig. 3) The curb of the road, paved
with stones and bricks, could be
scen on the southemn side. The sur-
face of the road contaimed several
carved architectural  elements,
including another large cornice
fragment. There was even a feature
composed of small stones laid
edgeways. It resembled the founda-

elemet, tobbek kozott egy masik
nagy parkanytoredcket is beépitet-
tek, sot a déli oldalon, egy jol koriil-
hatdrolhato teriileten élitkre alli-
tott, apro kovekbal dllo, épiiletala-
pozisra emlékeztetd, jelenséget
tartunk fel az 1t szerkezetébe il-
leszkedve. Ez alatt 10-15 centimé-
ter vastag humuszos réteg kovetke-
zett, amely alatt elértik a mér az
clsé szondabol ismert sirga soderes
atalapozdst. Mélvebbre, a feltoro
talajviz miatt nem jutottunk.

A 4. szonddban cgy
legiijabb-kori épiilet fa-
lazisa a legtobb helyen
clpusztitotta az okon
maradvianyokat, azon-
ban az ut déli széle itt is
meghgyelhetd volt.

tion of a building and fit into the
road structure in a definitely dehm-
ited arca. A 10-15 em thick humus
layer followed, under which the yel-
low gravelly foundation, alrcady
observed in test trench 1, was
reached. We could not dig dL'q)vl'

Perhaps the nicest find from
these excavations was found in the
northern part of the test trench. It is
a head of a limestone statue repre-
senting a Celtic woman in folk cos-
tume. (Fig. 4) The head of the stat-
ue (or of a relicf) certainly decorated

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A feltirisok utin a kovetkezo-
képpen vazolhatjuk a teriilet hasz-
ndlatinak régészeti fizisait:

A 2. szonda egyik objektumiban
késabronzkori kerdmia jelzi oskori
emberek jelenlétét a kimyéken.

Az 1. és a 2. szonddbdl dsszesen
hét romai kori sir kerilt el6. A si-
rok koziil 6t szorthamvas ritusi,
kettd pedig csontvizas. Négy ham-
vasztdasos sirban taliltunk mellék-
letet: tiveg ¢s keramia edénveket és
egy alkalommal érmet. Jellegiik és
mellékletiik alapjan a temetkezé-
sck a 2. szizad masodik felére da-
talhatoak. Valoszintleg ennek a te-
metdnek gazdagabb siremlékeirol
szarmaznak azok a dombormi ¢és
szobortdredékek, illetve épitészeti
clemek, amelyeket az ttba masod-
lagosan beépitettek.

A tibbszor megujitott 1t ¢s pad-
ka felso rétegei tobb 4. szizadi ér-
met és egy hagymafejes fibulit tar-
talmaztak, az clsé szonddban ez a
padka rész szuperpozicioban dll két
korabbi hamvasztisos sirral, de al-
sobb rétegeibol nem keriilt ¢lé szi-
mottevd leletanyag. A jelenlegi ada-
tok nem zirjdk ki, hogy az also sargis
kavicsos alapozis egy korai, mdr a te-
meto koriban Iétezé uthoz tartoz-
zon.

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a rich tomb memorial. The better
part of the face was worn off, which
suggests that this fragment of the
statue had been built into the road.

The wall of a building from
recent times destroyed most of the
Roman period remains in test
trench 4 although the southern
edge of the road could be observed
here as well.

The archaeological phases of
the territory can be outlined as fol-
lows after these excavations:

The late Bronze Age pottery
found in a feature in test trench 2
indicates the presence of prehis-
toric people in the region.

Altogether seven Roman period
graves were found in test trenches
1 and 2. Five of them were scat-
tered ash cremation burials and
two were inhumations. Four of the
cremation burials contained finds:
glass and pottery vessels and a
coin. The graves date to the sec-
ond half of the 2 century based
on after their diagnostic character-
istics and tinds. The relief and
statue fragments and the architec-
tural elements that were secondar-
ily built into the road and probably
came from the richer burial monu-
ments in this cemetery.

The upper layers of the several
times reconstructed road and curb
contained some coins from the 4"

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century and a military brooch. In
test trench 1, this roadside curb
was found in superposition to two
carlier cremation burials. However,
its lower layers did not contain sig-
nificant finds. The data we have
do not exclude that the lower vel-
low gravelly foundation belonged
to an carlier road may have operat-
ed at the time of the cemetery.
The remains of the stone wall and
the well discovered in the north-
ern corner of test trench 1 were
probably older than the road but
cannot be dated with accuracy.

In summary, the territory was
used as a cemetery from, at latest,
the second half of the 2* century.
At that time, there were mamly vil-
lages in the territory of the
Aquincum municipium. The finds
from the eremation burials and the
food offering resemble, among
other things, finds from the
Solymir cemetery, from the carly
Imperial period (KOCZTUR 1991;
VOROS 1991). The head of a stat-
uc in Celtic folk costume also
implies a Romanised common pop-
ulation, who, judged from the frag-
ments of tomb monuments, must
have possessed significant wealth.

This burial monument or these
monuments were pulled down and
the stone material was reused for
reinforcing the northwest — south-
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cast oriented road in the 4" centu-
ry. Based on coin finds, the road,
which passed by one of the villa
complexes known in the region,
was in use at least until the second
half of the 4" century.
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
