A Restaro Kft. a Szentendrei 1t 101.

Research in the southern
outskirts of the
Aquincum Civil Town
(Bp., District III, Szentendrei
Street 101.)

A firm named Restaro Ltd. planned
the construction of a two-storey
building with an underground
garage at lot 101 on Szentendrei
Street. This area lay east of the
Roman road that left towards the
south from the southern gate of the
Roman Period Civil Town. This site
lay some 90-120 m outside the
southern city wall (Figure 30).
Previous excavations have revealed
that an inn (deversorium) existed
north of this site but still outside
the wall while the so-called “pot-
ters’ settlement near the Schiitz
Restaurant” functioned here from
the beginning of the AD 3rd centu-
ry onwards (BONIS 1993/95 230-
231). As far as is known, no previ-
ous excavations have been carried
out at the site under discussion
here. However, cremation graves,
altar stones devoted to Jupiter and
other epigraphic monuments had
been brought to the Aquincum
Museum from its immediate envi-
ronment (L. NAGY, 1937 265; K.
SZIRMAI, 1984 255-256). These
data allow the presumption that

the area was intensively occupied
during the Roman Period. Since no
previous information is available
concerning the stratigraphy of this
site, it was first necessary to carry
out test excavations. It is this part
of the work that took place in 1997.

The shorter side of this approxi-
mately 100 by 40 m lot lies adjacent
to Szentendrei Street. The western
end, next to Szentendrei Street,
could not be investigated due to
the presence of modern ruins in
that section of the site. Therefore,
only the lot’s eastern section, away
from the former Roman Period
road, could be investigated. Two
test trenches were opened. One of
these ran east-west along the lot's
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A telek kb. 100 x 40 méteres, rovi-
debb oldaldndl a Szentendrei ttra
csatlakozik. A telek nyugati, a Szent-
endrei ttra csatlakoz6 végében a ko-
rabban ott 4llt épiilet romjai miatt ku-
tatni nem tudtunk, igy egyeldre csak
a keleti — a rémai kori féutvonaltol
tdvolabbra es6 - telekrészt kutathat-
tuk.

Az drkok széles-
sége 34 méter kozott volt. A mint-
egy haromhetes munka eredményei
igazolni latszanak a teriilet intenziv
romai kori haszndlatira vonatkozd
feltételezéseinket. (31.kép)

A jelenleg vizszintes felszin alatt a
tormelékes legijabb kori (20. szaza-
di) feltoltés 80-200 cm vastagsdgban
hizédott. Eredetileg a teriilet kelet
felé — a rémai kori f&ittél a Duna ira-
nyédba — erGsen lejtett. (32.kép) A leg-
tjabb kori térmelék alatt vilagosbar-
na, humuszos réteg volt, alatta hi-
z6dtak a kordbbi kultirrétegek, kb.
60-80 cm vastagsagban. Ezalatt taldl-
tuk az arkok nyugati oldaldn a sdrga
homokos, a Duna felé es§ teriiletré-
szen pedig a sziirkés agyagos altalajt.

I. periddus: A teriilet legkordbbi
hasznélatara utalnak az elsdsorban
az 1. drokban megfigyelhetd hatal-
mas colopkotegek(?) godrei, agyag-
téglabol épitett falrészletek, vala-
mint a kutatott teriilet legkeletibb,
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southern edge (Trench 1). The other
(Trench 2) ran perpendicular to the
first. The breadth of the trenches
varied between 3 to 4 m. The
results of some three weeks of
excavations seem to reconfirm our
hypotheses concerning the inten-
sive Roman Period use of this area
(Figure 31).

A 80-200 cm thick Modern Age
(20th century) fill was found below
the horizontal present-day surface.
Originally, however, the area

steeply sloped towards the east

from the Roman Period main road
in the direction of the Danube
(Figure 32). The 60-80 cm thick earli-
er culture bearing layers were

found beneath the Modern Age rub-
ble and a subsequent light brown,
humus rich deposit. Further down,
a yellow sandy fill was found on the
western sides of trenches, while the
subsoil was grayish and clayey in
areas located closer to the Danube.
Period I. The earliest occupation
in this area is characterized pre-
dominantly by the holes for large
bundles of posts, wall sections
built from mud bricks as well as a
ditch and its environment with a
pounded black fill that was found
in the easternmost, deepest section
of the excavated area. Structural
connections between the isolated
groundplan details under discus-
sion here may only be hypothe-
sized on the basis of section draw-
ings. To date, the scarce artifactual
material brought to light from fea-

Period 1I. It was predominantly
the sarcophagi and stone box buri-
als of the earlier burial stratum that
belonged to this period. Some six
inhumation graves assigned to this
period are characterized by north
to south orientation, relatively
great depths and rather rich grave
goods, something also indicated by
the indirect evidence of grave rob-
bery. Among the grave goods in
Grave 18, especially outstanding
specimens include a rich find of
glass artifacts (Figure 33) and a sim-
ple jet necklace (Figure 34). On the
basis of artifacts, this period may
be dated to the relatively short
time interval in the AD 3rd century.
This is shown by the loose, dis-
persed location of graves as well as
the lack of superposed features.

Period II1. This area’s function as a
cemetery was shortly disrupted
during the AD 3rd century. This
period is characterized by the refuse
pit dug above a sarcophagus burial
(Grave 5) and a few gravel-based
wall foundations. To date, the func-
tion of this building is still to be
clarified. From this point of view, it
may be of interest that the fill of the
refuse pit did not contain sherds
from domestic pottery. In addition
to the several hundreds of sherds

from this pit (Figure 35) only a few
pieces of iron as well as bone imple-
ments were recovered from this fea-

ture.

Period IV. During the AD 4th cen-
tury the area was again used as a
burial ground. The 13 graves that
can be assigned to this period are
usually oriented in an east-west
direction. Brick-lined graves and
burials without gravegoods are
most characteristic of this period. A
separate group is formed by graves
built using bricks, were oriented
east-west and covered (?) with
pink plastering. The graves in this
latter group had been dug closely
side by side (Figure 36) and all of
them were subsequently robbed.
Sporadic finds from these features
include a few coins dated to the
end of the 4th century as well as a
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few fragmentary objects and ani-
mal bones recovered from their fill.

On the basis of results yielded by
these test excavations, the complete
archaeological investigation of this
area will be carried out prior to
development.
