So sah ich aus-unmittelbarer Nihe die folternde Qual die er mitmachen
musste. Als Jurist, schickte er auf legalem Weg seine prizis konzipierten Bean-
standungen an die damalige ungarische Regierung, und dringte auf eine sofortige
Einstellung der unmenschlichen Deportierungen. Heute konnen wir schon ruhig
feststellen, dass er einen Lodwenanteil daran hatte, dass siebziglausend Juden in
Budapest am Leben geblieben sind.” Nach diesen einleitenden Worten publiziert
der Erzbischof den seinerzeit streng vertraulichen Brief in dem der Primas, Dr.
Jusztinian, Serédi, Kardinal-Erzbischof wvon Esztergom am 9. Juli 1944, also
schon wirend der deutschen Besatzung Ungarns, das ungarische Episkopat iiber
seine Verhandlungen mit Regierungsstellen ausfiihrlich informierte.

The analogue of this depen-
dence for man is the infinity of-an existence focussed on God. God is for man
what the environment is for the other living things. In this way, man lives in a
»divine milieu”,
