The archaeclogical investigation at Chi-
lieni, on the banks of the river Olt, went on dur-
ing the year 1998 in two sections. In section A

traced, in which two levels have been identified,
the first of the Dacian La Téne (15 century B. C.
— 1%t century A, D), and one over the other, from
the 4% century A. D, and a section B, with two
cassettes which revealed two surface lodgings,
from the 4th century,
