A leléhely leirasa, kutatdastorténet

A Mez§6told Tolna megyei szakaszanak déli szélén, a ma
mar holt 4g Fadd-Dombori Duna-szakasz partjan talal-
haté Fadd. (1. kép 1) A kozség északnyugati sz€ls6 ha-
zait6l 500 méterre északra huzddik egy nagyjabol észak-
déliirdnyt homokdomb-vonulat,amelyneklegmagasabb
részét Jeges-hegynek nevezik a helyi lakosok. (1. kép 2.)
A lelShelyre Czovek Attila hivta fel a figyelmemet 1995-
ben, aki Fadd hataranak régészeti topografiajabdl irta
szakdolgozatét. Az er6zi6 és a mezdgazdasagi miivelés
miatt a domb ma mér erdsen lekopott, jelenleg 105,5
méter magas. A domb északi és keleti felén kiszantott
embercsontok mellett kelta kori bronz ékszereket és a
10. szazadra keltezhet§ viseleti targyakat gy djtott Czovek
Attila. 1997 &szén helyszineléstink soran a domb gerin-
cén, kb. 20x50 méteres feliileten legalabb 8-10 kiszan-
tott csontvaz toredékeit figyeltiik meg. Ugyanekkor
fémkeres6vel tovabbi 10-11. szazadi (3-5. kép), kelta és
preszkita jellegii szoérvany leletanyagot gyfijtottiink.

1998 szén szondazd asatéssal tisztdztuk a temetd
nyugat-keleti szélességét. Hirom méter széles, 80 méter
hosszt szelvényeinket a feltételezett sirsorokra merdle-
gesen jeloltiik ki. Ekkor 28 sirt, valamint kelta és Gjkori
arokrészleteket tartunk fel. Kett§ hamvasztasos ritusd,
La-Téne B kori kelta sir, a tobbi 10-11. szazadi koznépi
magyar temetkezés. Megallapitottuk, hogy a 10-11. sza-
zadi temet6 esetében a honfoglalas kori sirok a domb
tetején talalhatbak, keleti irdanyban pedig fiatalodik a
temetd. (2. kép 1) A domb tetejét az er6zid lekoptatta,
igy a mez8gazdasagi miivelés a temet§ felsd 5-6 sirsorat
allandéan pusztitja. Elhataroztuk, hogy a kévetkezd
években a veszélyeztetettség miatt leletmentd jelleggel
a domb tetején folytatjuk az asatést.

1999. oktober 4. és 26. kozott 400 m? feliileten, az
er@sen erodalt dombtet6n az el§z8 évi szelvényeinkhez
két oldalrol csatlakozva 25 sirt tartunk fel. (2. kép 2.) A
sirok koziil 6t La-Tene B kori, gazdag mellékletd szort
hamvasztasos kelta (32., 42., 45., 49., 51. sz.), harom
teljesen kirabolt csontvazas késg romai (29., 30., 50. sz.)
sir volt. A sirok zome 10-11. szdzadi koznépi magyar
temetkezés.

A kéziratot eredetileg a Régészeti kutatasok Magyarorszagon
1999 kiadvany szamara készitettem el. Szerkesztési problémak
miatt a kotetbdl azonban kimaradt a cikk. Ezt kovetSen, egy tjabb
felkérés utan a 2000. évi asatasi eredményekkel kissé kibgvitve
atirtam a beszamolét. A 2000. évi leletek részbeni restauralatlan-
sagamiatt rajzos tablan - egy kivételével - nem tudom bemutatni
a targyakat.

Cemetery from the 1011
centuries at Fadd, Jeges-hegy
(Results of the 1999-2000
excavations)’

The description of the site, research history
Fadd can be found at the southern edge of Mez&f6ld in
Tolna county, on the bank of the Fadd-Dombori Danube
stretch, which has by nor become an oxbow. (Fig. 1. 1)
An approximately north-south directed sand hill ridge
rises 500 metres north of the last houses of the village
in the northwest. The inhabitants call the highest part
of the ridge Jeges-hegy. (Fig. 1. 2) Attila Czovek called
my attention to the site in 1995, who wrote his univer-
sity thesis about the archaeological topography of Fadd.
Erosion and agricultural cultivation have largely eroded
the hill, it is 105.5 m high to date. Attila Cz6vek col-
lected bronze jewellery from the Celtic period and ar-
ticles of wear from the 10% century beside the human
bones that had been brought to the surface by the
plough in the northern and eastern sides of the hill.
During the field walking in the autumn of 1997, we
observed the fragments of at least 8-10 skeletons dis-
turbed by the plough on a surface of about 20x50 m
along the ridge of the hill. At the same time, we col-
lected stray finds from the 10""-11t" centuries (Figs. 3-5),
the Celtic and the Pre-Scythian periods with the help
of a metal detector.

The test excavation in the autumn of 1998 clarified
the east-west extension of the cemetery. The three
metres wide and 80 metres long trenches were opened
perpendicular to the supposed grave rows. We un-
earthed 28 graves and ditch fragments from the Celtic
period and the modern times. Two of the graves were
Celtic cremation burials from the La- Téne B, the rest
were the burials of Hungarian commoners from the
10™-11" centuries. Regarding the cemetery from the
10"-11*" centuries, we could determine that the graves
of the Conquest Period could be found on the top of the
hill, and the younger part of the cemetery extended
eastwards. (Fig. 2. 1) Erosion wore off the top of the hill,
so agricultural cultivation regularly destroys the upper
5-6 grave rows of the cemetery. We decided that the
excavation would be continued on top of the hill the
next years to rescue the endangered features.

The manuscript was originally prepared for the volume Régészeti
Kutatasok Magyarorszagon 1999 [Archaeological Excavations in
Hungary 1999]. Due to technical reasons, thearticle wasleftout
of this volume. Then after another request, I rewrote the report
including this time the results of the excavation season of 2000.
As the material from 2000 has not yet entirely been restored,
only a single item could be illustrated in drawing.
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31. sir: A sir foltja nem latszott. Eredetileg egy Ny-

A balra billent koponya rész-
ben a f6ld nyomasatdl, részben a mélyités soran megsé-
riilt. A jobb alkarcsontok hegyesszégben behajlitva, az
ujjcsontok atfogjak a bal felkarcsont alsé részét. Bal al-
karcsontok a bal medencelapatra hajlitva, ujjcsontok a
keresztcsonton. Melléklet nélkiil.

34. sir: Lekerekitett sarku téglalap alaprajza sirgo-
dor. Tajolasa Ny-K. Alja egyenes, keleti fele enyhén lejt.
A sirgodor mérete 150x54 cm, mélysége a felszintél 60
cm. A sirban haton fekv6, nytjtott helyzetd Inf. II. kort
gyermek fekiidt, a sir tengelyéhez képest ferdén. A vaz
tajolasa DNy-EK. A csontvaz hossza 95 cm. Koponyaja
megroppant, jobbra és el6re billent. Az alkarcsontok
enyhén behajlitva. Melléklet nélkiil.

35. sir (6. kép): A sirgodor lekerekitett sarka tégla-
lap alaprajzt. Mérete 180x78 cm, mélysége 45 cm. Ta-
jolasa Ny-K. Alja egyenes, keleti vége a domb ivelésének
megfelel§en enyhén lejt. A sirban haton fekvd, nytjtott
helyzet( feln6tt n& vaza fekiidt. A csontvaz hossza 145
cm. Koponyaja balra billent, allkapcsa leesett. A jobb
alkarcsontok derékszogben behaijlitva, ujjcsontok az alsé
csigolyakon. A bal alkarcsontok is vagy derékszogben,
vagy enyhe tompaszdgben behajlitva, a bal ujjcsontok a
bal medencétdl nyugatra voltak, ezeket a csontokat az
ekerészbenkimozditotta a helyébdl. Alabcsontok nyujt-
va, a labfejcsontok felfele allnak.

Haton fekvd, nyajtott
helyzetti feln6tt vaza. Tajolasa Ny-K. A vaz hossza 160
cm. Mélysége 40 cm. A sir kozvetleniil a szantas alatt
volt. Koponyaja jobbra délt. A fels§ csigolyak természet-
ellenesen ivelddtek. A bal alkarcsontok hegyesszogben
vannak behajlitva, ujjcsontok a szegycsont mellett. A jobb
alkarcsontok derékszogben behajlitva, ujjcsontok a me-
dencelapaton voltak. A sir keleti vége a domb ivelésének
megfelel§en enyhén lefele lejt. Melléklet nélkdil.

37. sir: Sirfolt nem volt. Haton fekvé, nytjtott hely-
zet{ feln6tt vaza, amely kozvetleniil a szantas alja alatt
fekiidt. Tajolasa Ny-K. Mélysége a felszint6140 cm. Kopo-
nyajabalra billent. Az alkarcsontok tompaszégben behaj-
litva a medencére. A combcsontok als6 végeit az eke déli
irinyba meghtzta. A bal combcsontals6fele, a jobb comb-
csont also vége roncsolt. Az als6 labcsontokat az eke szét-
torte és helyérdl déli iranyba elhtizta. Melléklet nélkiil.

38. sir: Lekerekitett sarkua téglalap alaprajzt-sirgo-
dor. Mérete 200x50 cm, mélysége 52 cm. Téjolasa Ny-K.
A sir nyugati sz€lét a 4. sz. (kelta) arokba astak bele.
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Between 4. and 26. October, 1999, we unearthed 25
graves on 400 m* adjoining the test trenches of the
previous year on the two sides on the strongly eroded
hilltop. (Fig. 2. 2) Five of the graves were Celtic crema-
tion burials with scattered ashes and a rich grave furni-
ture from the La Téne B period (graves nos. 32, 42, 45,
49 and 51), three entirely robbed inhumation burials
came from the late Roman period (graves nos. 29, 30
and 50). Most of the graves were the burials of Hunga-
rian commoners from the 10"-11" centuries.

Grave no. 31: The discolouration of the grave could
not be seen. It was originally the grave of a W-E ori-
ented adult man (?) lying extended on the back, which
was strongly disturbed by the plough. Only the bones
of the left arm were left in place. The ribs were scattered,
the lower end of the left tibia was pulled to the south
by the plough. It had no grave goods.

Grave no. 33: The extended skeleton of an adult
person lying on the back. It has a W-E orientation. The
grave appeared as an oblong-shaped discolouration with
rounded corners, it measured 215x90 cm. Its depth was
45 cm from the surface. The skeleton was 165 cm long.
Theskulltilted to theleft, it was damaged partly by the
pressure of the earth, partly duringthe excavation. The
right lower arm was bent at an acute angle, the hand
clasped the lower part of the left upper arm. The left
lower arm was bent over the left pelvis, the fingers lay
on the sacrum. It had no grave goods.

Grave no. 34: The grave was oblong-shaped with
rounded corners. It had a W-E orientation. The bottom
was flat, slightly slanting toward east. The grave shaft
measured 150x54 cm, its depth was 60 cm from the
surface. A child of Inf. II age lay extended in the grave
on the back, at an angle to the axis of the grave. The
orientation of the skeleton was SW-NE. The length of
the skeleton was 95 cm. The skull cracked, it tilted for-
ward and to the right. The lower arms were somewhat
bent. It had no grave-goods.

Grave no. 35 (Fig. 6): The grave was oblong-shaped
with rounded corners. It measured 180x78 cm, its depth
was 45 cm. Its orientation was W-E. The bottom is flat,
slightly slanting in slope direction. An adult woman lay
in the grave extended on the back. The length of the
skeleton was 145 cm. The skull tilted to the left, the jaw
fell. The right lower arm was bent at a right angle, the
fingers lay on thelower vertebrae. Theleftlower arm was
also bent either at a right or at an obtuse angle, the left
hand was found west of the left pelvis. They were some-
whatdisturbed by the plough. The legs were straight, the
bones of the feet stood vertically. Grave-good:

A tinned bronze finger-ring with a ridge in its middle
was found on the ring-finger of the right hand (Fig. 6. 1).

Grave no. 36: The discolouration of the grave was
not visible. An adult lay in the grave extended on the
back. Its orientation was W-E. The length of the skeleton
was 160 cm. Its depth was 40 cm. The grave was found
right under the ploughed layer. The skull tilted to the
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Haton fekvd, nytjtott helyzet( felngtt vaza. A csontvaz
hossza 150 cm. Koponyéja enyhén jobbra és héatra délt.
Az allkapocs leesett. A bal alkarcsontok derékszogben
behajlitva, ujjcsontok a jobb medencelapaton.

Tajolasa DNy-Ny - EK-K. A sirban haton fekvs, nyujtott
helyzetd, feln6tt ng vazat tartuk fel. A csontvaz hossza
155 cm. Koponyéja jobbra billent. Az alkarcsontok nydjt-
va. Jobb ujjcsontok a jobb caput femorison, bal ujjcsontok
a bal medencelapat széle mellett. Mellékletek:

A koponya jobb oldalan, az allkapocs jobb oldala
alatt kisméretd bronz S-végi karika. Az S-vég hianyos.
(8. kép 4.

A koponya alatt két kettéhajtott, s egymassal szembe-
csavart vastag szalbol csavart bronz nyakperec. Kapcsola-
sa hurkos-kampos végii. Huzaljai kozé és a végeire csavar-
va vékony bronz filigrandroéttal diszitett. (8. kép 5.)

Ajobb alkarcsontok kézepén, részben ajobb meden-
celapit felett egy sodrast utanzéan 6ntott bronz, nyitott
allatfejes karperec, a széjrészein X alaku rovatkolassal
diszitett. Rajta rdkovasodott szévetminta. (8. kép 2.)

A bal alkarcsontok kézepén egy szintén sodrést
utanzoéan 6ntott bronz, nyitott allatfejes karperec. Az
el6z8nek ez nem parja, az allatfejes részének ugyanis
szélesebb a szajrésze, ami parhuzamos rovatkolt vona-
lakkal diszitett.(8. kép 1.)

A bal szeméremcsont kiils§ oldalan egy dudorsoro-
san ontottbronz,eldeformalédott karikagytird. Ujjperec
kozvetlentil mellette nem volt, igy nem tudjuk, melyik
kézen volt eredetileg. (8. kép 3.)

41. sir: 60 cm mélységben talaltuk egy gyermekko-
ponya toredékét. A hosszticsontok vagy elporladtak,
vagy nem vettiik észre a szelvény mélyitése soran. Sirfolt
nem latszott, melléklete nem volt.

43. sir: Lekerekitett sarka téglalap alaprajza sirgo-
doér. Tajolasa Ny-K. Mérete 170x55 cm, mélysége a fel-
szint6l 67 cm. A sirban haton fekvd, nyujtott helyzetd
felndtt vaza talalhaté. A csontvaz hossza 140 cm. Kopo-
nyajaaszelvény mélyitése sordn megsériilt. Az alkarcson-
tok tompaszdgben behajlitva a medencelapatok széleire.
A csontok gyenge megtartasiak. Melléklet nélkil.

44. sir: Lekerekitett sarka téglalap alaprajzq, kis-
méretd sirgodor. Mérete 90x50 cm, mélysége 65 cm a
felszint6l. Tajolasa Ny-K. A sirban héaton fekvd, nyajtott
helyzet( Inf. L. kort gyermek rossz megtartasa vaza. Ko-
ponyéajanak felsd része a nyesés sordn megsemmisiilt. A
jobb alkarcsontok nytjtva, a bal hianyzik, az als6 labcson-
tok szintén. Koponyéja balra billent. Melléklet nélkil.

46. sir (6. kép): Lekerekitett sarku téglalap alapraj-
20, Ny-K tajolasi sirgddor. Mérete 190x45 cm, mélysége
a felszint6l 37 cm. A sirban haton fekv6, nytjtott hely-
zet{ idGs nd vaza. A csontvaz hossza 150 cm. Koponyéja
jobbra billent, dllkapcsa leesett. Az alkarcsontok a me-
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right. The upper vertebrae lay in an unnatural bend.
The left lower arm was bentatanacute angle, the fingers
lay beside the breast bone. The right lower arm was bent
at aright angle, the fingers lay on the pelvis. The eastern
end of the grave slightly slanted in slope direction. It
had no grave goods.

Grave no. 37: No discolouration could be seen. An
adultlay extended on the back right under the ploughed
layer. Its orientation was W-E. Its depth from the ground
surface was 40 cm. The skull tilted to the left. The
lower arms were bent on the pelvis at an obtuse angle.
The lower ends of the thighbones were pulled south-
wards by the plough. The lower part of the left thigh-
bone and the lower end of the right thighbone were
damaged. The bones of the legs were broken by the
plough and pulled to the south. It had no grave-goods.

Grave no. 38: The grave was oblong-shaped with
rounded corners. It measured 200x50 cm, its depth was
52 cm. Its orientation was W-E. The western edge of the
grave was dug into the Celtic ditch no. 4. An adult lay
extended on the back in the grave. The length of the
skeleton was 150 cm. The skull somewhat tilted back and
to the right. The jaw fell. The left lower arm was bent at
arightangle,the fingerslay on the right pelvis. The right
lower arm was bent at an obtuse angle, reaching over the
left lower arm. The fingers lay on the edge of the left
pelvis, partly on the pubic bone. It had no grave-goods.

Grave no. 40 (Fig. 7): The grave was oblong-shaped
with rounded corners. It measured 205x62 cm, its depth
was 77 cm from the ground surface. Its orientation was
SW-W -NE-E. An adult woman lay extended on the back
in the grave. The length of the skeleton was 155 cm. The
skull tilted to the right. The lower arms were extended.
Theright-hand fingerslayon the right caput femoris, the
left-hand fingers lay beside the left pelvis. Grave-goods:

A small, bronze S-terminalled ring on the left side
of the skull, under the right side of the jaw. The S-ter-
minal is fragmentary. (Fig. 8. 4)

A bronze torque under the skull twisted from two
thick wires bent into two and twisted against each other.
It was fastened with a hook and a loop. It was orna-
mented by a thin, bronze filigree wire twisted between
the bronze wires and on the terminals. (Fig. 8.5)

A cast, open bracelet with animal head terminals at
the middle of the right lower arm, partly above the right
pelvis. It imitates a twisted bracelet. The mouth parts of
the animal heads are ornamented by X-shaped grooves.
A weave pattern was silicified on its surface. (Fig. 8. 2)

Another cast, open bracelet with animal head ter-
minals at the middle of the left lower arm. It imitates a
twisted bracelet. It is not the pair of the above one as
the animal heads have wider mouths, which are orna-
mented by parallel, notched lines. (Fig. 8. 1)

A deformed, cast bronze finger-ring with a knob row
at the exterior side of theleft pubic bone. There was no
finger bone beside it, so we cannot tell on which hand
it originally was. (Fig. 8. 3)

35 cm. Az eke a vazat tobb helyen roncsolta. A széttorott
koponyat a helyétsl 30 cm-re délre talaltuk meg. A bal
karcsontok hidnyoznak, az alsé labcsontok alsé része és
alabfejcsontjai szintén. Az eke meghtizta a combcsontok
kozepét, a medencelapétok szélét, az als 6-7. csigolyakat
pedig kiforgatta. A jobb alkarcsontok széttérve a jobb
medencelapat széle alatt nyujtva. Melléklet nélkiil.

48. sir: Szantas altal erGsen bolygatott vaz. Sirfoltjat
csak a vaztol délkeletre, mintegy 70 cm hosszan észlel-
tiik. Tajolasa Ny-K, mélysége a felszintdl 30 cm. Haton
fekvé, nytjtotthelyzet( felndtt férfi (?) sirja. A csontvaz
hossza 160 cm. Koponyaéja jobbra billent, az alkarcsontok
nyujtva. Az eke tébb helyen roncsolta a vazat. A koponya
felsd részét, az arckoponyat és az allkapocs jobb oldalat
elvitte helyérél. Kézépen meghtizta a bordékat és a me-
dencét. A bal alkarcsontokat tobb darabra torte és déli
iranyba kissé elhtizta. A combcsontokat harom helyen
torte el és helyiikt6l kb. 10-20 cm-rel déli irdnyba elhazta.
A jobb als6 labcsontokat is kimozditotta helytikbdl. Mel-
léklete nem volt. A csontvazon tébb helyen figyeltiink
meg rendellenes 0sszendvéseket, csontosodasokat. Né-
hany bordavég feltlin6en megvastagodott, a jobb comb-
csonton alul vastag barazda alakult ki. A keresztcsont fe-
letti 5. és 6. csigolya szinte teljesen dsszecsontosodott.

52.sir (9. kép): Lekerekitett sark téglalap alaprajzt
sir. Tajolasa Ny-K, mérete 100x45 cm, mélysége a fel-
szint6l 75 cm. A godor aljanak nyugati szélén kb. 15 cm-
rel besztikiil a sirgddér. A sirban eredetileg haton fekvé,
nyujtott helyzet( gyermek dllatjarat altal bolygatott, rossz
megtartast vaza. Koponyaja elére d6lt. Mellékletek:

A koponya bal oldalan S-végi bronzkarika. (9. kép 1.)

A koponya alatt, k6zépen S-végli bronzkarika. (9.
kép 2.)

Ut6bbi mellett, a koponya alatt szintén 5 db henger
alakq, eziist folias sziirke gyongy.

A koponya kérnyékén, az elmozdult hosszticsontok
mellett, valamint a sir keleti végében kisméret, sarga
kasagyongyok.

A sir foldjében faszéndarabokat talaltunk.
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Grave no. 41: The fragment of a child’s skull was
found in the depth of 60 cm. The long bones either
decayed or we missed them during the digging of the
cutting. No discolouration could be seen and there were
no grave-goods.

Grave no. 43: The grave was oblong-shaped with
rounded corners. Its orientation was W-E. It measured
170x55 cm, its depth was 67 cm from the ground surface.
Anadultlay in the grave extended on theback. The length
of the skeleton was 140 cm. The skull was damaged dur-
ing the digging of the cutting. The lower arms were bent
at an obtuse angle on the edges of the pelvis. The bones
are poorly preserved. There were no grave-goods.

Grave no. 44: The small grave was oblong-shaped
with rounded corners. It measured 90x50 cm, its depth
was 65 cm from the ground surface. Its orientation was
W-E. The poorly preserved skeleton of a child of Inf. I.
age lay in the grave extended on the back. The upper
part of the skull was destroyed during the scraping of
the cutting. The right lower arm was extended, the left
lower arm was missing just like the bones of the legs.
The skull tilted to the left. It had no grave-goods.

Grave no. 46 (Fig. 6): The W-E oriented grave was
oblong-shaped with rounded corners. It measured
190x45 cm, its depth was 37 cm from the ground surface.
An old woman lay in the grave extended on the back.
The length of the skeleton was 150 cm. The skull tilted
to the right, the jaw fell. Thelower arms were extended
beside the pelvis. The left fingers lay on the caput
femoris. The skeleton lay right under the ploughed
layer. The plough turned up theright tibia and injured
the left one. Grave goods:

A bronze wire bracelet with tapering terminals and
round cross-section at the middle of theright lower arm.
(Fig. 6. 3)

An open wire ring on the middle digit of the right
ring finger. One terminal is tapering, the other is thick.

Lead wire fragments under the right-side ring.
Perhaps they came from another ring. (Fig. 6. 2)

Grave no. 47: The discolouration of the grave could
not be seen. An adult lay in the grave extended on the
back. The orientation of the skeleton was W-E, it lay 35
cm from the ground surface. The plough partially dam-
aged the skeleton. The broken skull was found 30 cm
south of its original place. The bones of the left arm
were missing, just like the lower parts of the legs and
the bones of the feet. The plough grooved the middle
of the thighbones, the edges of the pelvis and turned
up thelower 6" and 7" vertebrae. Thebones of the right
lower arm were broken, they were extended under the
edge of the right pelvis. There were no grave-goods.

Grave no. 48: The skeleton was strongly disturbed
by the plough.

Its orientation was W-E, its depth was 30 cm
from the ground surface. An adult man (?) lay in the
grave extended on the back. The length of the skeleton
was 160 cm. The skull tilted to the right, the lower arms
were extended. The plough damaged the skeleton at
several places. It displaced the upper part of the skull,
the bones of the face and the right side of the jaw and
grooved the ribs and the pelvisin the middle. [t smashed
the bones of the left lower arms and pulled them some-
what to thesouth. The thighbones were broken at three
places and removed by 10-20 cm to the south. Thebones
of theright leg were also displaced.

Grave no. 53 (Fig. 7): An oblong-shaped grave with
rounded corners. Its orientation was W-E. It measured
210x80 cm, the bottom of the grave was 87 cm from the
ground surface. In the depth of 74 cm, the grave is nar-
rowed to a size of 200x60 cm by each a platform on the
two sides. The very poorly preserved skeleton of an adult
woman lay in the grave extended on the back. The neu-
rocranium tilted backward and to the right. The right
lower arm was slightly bent over the right pelvis. The left
lower arm was bent outwards at an acute angle, the fin-
gers were bent back on the upper part of the upper arm.
Animal tunnels (?) disturbed the skeleton at several
places: the upper vertebrae were displaced, the bones of
the right leg and the feet were missing.

The excavation was continued between 28. June and
28. July, 2000. 28 graves were unearthed on a surface
of 500 m? on the southern part of the eroded hilltop.
Thus the number of the graves increased to 81 (Fig. 2.
2). Eight of the graves were Celtic cremation graves with
scattered ashes and inhumation graves from La Téne B
and D (graves nos. 56, 66, 69, 71, 72, 76, 77 and 81) and
three were entirely robbed inhumation graves from the
Late Roman period (graves nos. 54, 60 and 64). The rest
were the burials of Hungarian commoners from the
10"-11* centuries.

Grave no. 55: A narrow oblong-shaped grave with
rounded corners. Its orientation was W-E, it measured
180x45 cm, its depth was 20 cm. The well preserved
skeleton of an adult man lay extended on the back. It
was disturbed by a burrowing animal. Thelength of the
skeleton was 172 cm. The slightly squeezed skull tilted
to the right. The shoulders were drawn up suggesting
that the body was wrapped in a cloth. The lower arms
were extended, the left bones lay on the edge of the
pelvis. The ulna was broken by the pressure of the earth.
Grave-goods:

Probably a quiver was placed across the man’s legs.
Its mounts were found on the right tibia, outside the
bones of the rightleg and between the thighbones. The
latter ones were slightly disturbed. Numerousiron frag-
ments show a spiky elaboration, wood remains can be
observed on them.

Grave no. 57: A skeleton was found strongly dis-
turbed by the plough on the bottom of the humus layer.
There was a skull fragment with green patina on it
among the scattered bone fragments found during dig-
ging.

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Grave no. 67: The grave was strongly disturbed by
a modern trench. The skeleton lay on the bottom of the
humus so the discolouration of the grave could not be
observed. Originally, an adultlayin the grave extended
on the back. The trench left only the part under the
legs, that is the feet. There were no grave-goods.

Grave no. 68: A large oblong-shaped grave shaft
with rounded corners. Its orientation was W-E. It mea-
sured 219x65 cm. There was an 18 cm wide small plat-
form in the western end of the grave at the depth of 59
cm, which narrowed the grave shaft. Its depth was 78
cm. Anadult man lay in the grave extended on the back.
The length of the skeleton was 168 cm. The skull tilted
to the right, on the rightshoulder. Theright lower arm
was bent at a nearly right angle, the left lower arm was
slightly bent. Grave-goods:

The fragment of a 2x1.4 cm large, gilded silver
embossed plaque ornamented by a palmette motif 15
cm west of the skull. It was perforated for the secondary
utilisation. (Fig. 10. 2)

A tanged iron knife under the lower end of the right
thighbone. The traces of the wooden sheath of the knife
could still be observed at the lifting of the knife.

Grave no. 70 (Fig. 10. 1): A W-E oriented, oblong-
shaped grave shaft with rounded corners. It measured
200x62 cm, its depth was 58 cm. An adult man lay in the
grave extended on the back. The length of the skeleton
was 165 cm. The skull tilted to the left, the lower arms
were slightly bent. The bones were poorly preserved. The
man of the Conquest Period had a rich grave furniture:

We could observe a 76 cm long quiver with iron
mounts, which was placed to the right side of the trunk
with the mouth toward the skull. The following objects
belonged to the quiver: a square-shaped bronze buckle
with and iron tongue on the right side of the skull. Un-
derneath, an elongated, thin, carved bone in the line of
the jaw (the mount of the mouth of the quiver?), and
four diamond-shaped iron arrowheads right under it.
There was a long iron plaque, the lateral mount of the
quiver, parallel to the upper part of the humerus and
further mount fragments were uncovered perpendicular
to its lower part, outside the humerus. An open bronze
wire ring was found under the elongated mount. Each
a fragment of a mount bent at a right angle was found
on the right upper rib and above the lower part of the
breastbone. There was an ovaliron ring above the right
side of the lower vertebrae. The lowermost band mount
of the quiver, arched in an oval line, was uncovered above
the upper end of the right thighbone, perpendicular at
it. One of the quiver mounts was found displaced, out-
side the lower part of the right thighbone. The other
finds, other than the quiver elements, were the following
ones. A small bronze looped button above the left upper
ribs. Alongiron object (themount of a sabretache?) was
found slantwise above the lower end of the right thigh-
bone and the upper end of the tibia. Iron rivets pro-
jected from its middle and the two edges.
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rémai sir, 60 sirt a mellékletek a 10-11. szdzadra keltez-
nek. A kiillonbéz8 kort temetSk nem teljesen fedik le
egymast. Kelta és romai sirokat eddig csak a Jeges-hegy
platéjan tartunk fel, a kora Arpad-kori soros magyar
temet§ a domb keleti lankéira is lenyulik.

A fels6 részén homok, als6 részén agyagos-margas
altalaju Jeges-hegy gerincén az erdzié lekoptatta a hu-
muszt, mig a domb aljaban egy méter vastag hordalék
rakodott le. Az er6zié miatt az egyébként nem tal mély
szantas tobb, elsGsorban magyar sirt pusztitott el. Ujko-
ri arkok, feltehet8en 2. vilaghaboras futdarkok szintén
sirokat semmisitettek meg. Az &satést részben a domb-
tetd pusztuld sirjainak megmentése miatt, részben a
10-11. szdzadi magyar temet§ teljes feltdrdsanak szan-
dékaval kezdtitk meg.

Az 1998-as asatds soran nyugat-keleti irdnyban at-
vagtuk a dombot és ezzel a lelhely nyugat-keleti széles-
ségét meghataroztuk. 1999-ben csatlakozva el§z§ évi
szelvényeinkhez Gjabb 400 m? majd 2000-ben tovabbi
500 m? feliiletet tartunk fel. A 10-11. szazadi temet§
15-16 sirsoranak eddig 60 sirjat bontottuk ki a hdrom
asatasi évad alatt. A kiszantott csontvazak szérodasa
alapjan a temetd a feltart savtol északiiranyba még le-
galabb 30 méterig hazodik. A sirsorokban az eddig
megfigyelt stiriség alapjan 15-20 sirral szamolhatunk,
igy a jeges-hegyi temetd 250-300 siros lehet.

Eddigisirleleteink alapjan a temetkezések legkésébb
950 koriil megindulhattak és a 11. szazad kozepéig tart-
hattak. A Jeges-hegy platéjan talalhaté sirok korabbiak,
10. szazadra keltezhetSek. A temetd keleti iranyba fiata-
lodik,itt a temetkezések siir{ibben is talalhat6ak. A temet§
leletanyaga alapjan kéznépi, de néhany, sajnos szérvany
10. szazadi targy gazdagabb sirokra utal. Az elpusztult,
gazdagabb mellékletl (l6szerszam és aranyozott eziist
vezetSi nyugodhattak. (3. kép 1., 5. kép 7-11.)

Az 1999-ben feltart faddi magyar sirokban varkocska-
rikat, S-végl karikakat, kiilénboz8 tipust gyongydket,
sodrott bronz nyakperecet, kigyofejes karperecpart, hegye-
sedd vég( karperecet, pant- és huzalgy(r{iket tartunk fel.
A leletek alapjan a sirok koznépiek, és a temet§ korai, va-
lamint kézéps6, dllamalapitas kori fazisabdl szarmaznak.

A 2000-ben feltart 10-11. szdzadi magyar sirokban
varkocskarikak, aranyozott eziist palmettas lemez tore-
déke, tegezveretek és nyilcstcsok, S-vég karika, hegye-
sedd végi karperec, huzalgytri fordultak eld. A leletek
koziil kiemelkedik a palmettds diszi lemeztoredék,
amely tarsolylemezbdl, vagy varkocskorongbdl szarmaz-
hat (10. kép 2.). Tolna megye teriiletérdl az elsd ilyen
jellegd és kvalitast — igaz mésodlagosan felhasznalt és
toredékes - targy?

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Grave no. 73: A shallow, oblong-shaped grave shaft
with rounded corners. Its orientation was W-E. It mea-
sured 135x50 cm, its depth was 35 cm. Only the bottom
of the grave shaft was preserved under the humus, the
plough scattered the bones of the adult, nothing re-
mained in its original place.

Grave no. 74: No discolouration could be observed,
the skeleton lay right under the humus. Its orientation
was W-E, its depth was 34 cm. An adult man (?) lay in
the grave extended on the back. [t was strongly disturbed
by the plough. The upper partof the skull was damaged,
the bones of the lower arms and left humerus are miss-
ing. The pelvis was cracked. The bones of the legs were
pulled by the plough 20 cm to the south. Grave-good:

A fragmented iron object at the upper part of the
pelvis.

Grave no. 75: The SW-NE oriented grave was ob-
long-shaped with rounded corners. It measured 200x55
cm, its depth was 32 cm. Originally,an adult manlay in
the grave extended on the back. Thelength of he skele-
ton was 158 cm. The facial part of the skull, the upper
partsofthehumeri, most of thebones of thelower arms,
the larger part of the right thighbone and half of the
tibiae were missing. The remaining parts of the lower
arms suggest that they were perhaps extended. There
were no grave-goods.

Grave no. 78: The W-E oriented grave was oblong-
shaped with rounded corners. It measured 230x80 cm,
its depth was 63 cm. An adult man lay in the grave ex-
tended on the back. The skeleton was 175 cm long. The
skull, which tilted to the right, was injured during the
excavations. The bones of the arms were somewhat drawn
up. The lower arms were slightly bent to the edges of the
pelvis. The ends of the bones of the right leg were de-
stroyed by the plough. There were no grave-goods.

Grave no. 79: The W-E oriented grave was oblong-
shaped with rounded corners. It measured 240x70 cm,
its depth was 115 cm. A 30 cm wide platform was built
intheeastern end of the grave in thedepth of 94 cm. The
disturbed skeleton of an adult woman lay in the grave
extended on the back. The skeleton was 150 cm long. The
skull originally tilted to the left, its was pushed backward.
One of the bones of the leftlower arm was found west of
the skull, the other one on the left pelvis. Some of the
finger bones were also displaced by a burrowing animal.
Therightlower arms were extended. The middle section
of the vertebral column was turned up. Grave-good:

A bronze, or poor silver S-terminalled ring in the
southeastern corner of the grave.

Another bronze S-terminalled ring under the left
mastoid.

An open, bronze, tapering wire ring among the
displaced finger bones, 10 cm from the left tibia.

Graveno. 80: The W-E oriented grave was oblong-
shaped with rounded corners. It measured 225x75 cm,
its depth was 77 cm. An adult man (?) lay in the grave
extended on the back. The length of the skeleton was
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160 cm. The grave was violated. The left ulna was dis-
placed, some of the left-side ribs were missing. The skull
tilted to the left. The right lower arm was bent at a right
angle. There were no grave-goods.

Evaluation of the cemetery from the

10*-11"* centuries

The Jeges-hegy at Fadd in Tolna county was used as a
cemetery in more than one period. Fifteen of the 81
graves unearthed between 1998 and 2000 were Celtic
cremation and inhumation graves from the La-Téne B
and D, 6 inhumation graves came from the Late Roman
period, and 60 graves were dated by the finds from the
10"-11 centuries. The cemeteries of the different pe-
riods do not exactly overlap one another. Celtic and
Roman period graves were found so far only on the
plateau of the Jeges-hegy, while the grave rows of the
cemetery from the early Arpadian Era extend to the
eastern slopes of the hill as well.

The virgin soil is sand in higher parts of the Jeges-
hegy, and a clayey-marlylayerin thelower parts. Erosion
has worn off the humus from the ridge, while a metre
thick sediment was deposited at its foot. Ploughing
destroyed several graves, first of all Hungarian ones,
even thoughit did not reach deep in the eroded humus.
Recent trenches, probably from World War II, also de-
stroyed graves. The excavations were started partly to
rescue the endangered graves on the hilltop and partly
to unearth the entire Hungarian cemetery from the
10th~11" centuries.

In 1998, the entire hill was cut throughin a west-east
direction, and in result, the west-east extent of the cem-
etery could be determined. In 1999, further 400 m? were
unearthed adjoining the cuttings of the previous year,
then another 500 m? were uncovered in 2000. In the three
excavation seasons, 60 graves of 15-16 rows of the cem-
etery from the 1011 centuries were unearthed. The
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distribution of the skeletonsscattered by the plough sug-
gests that the cemetery extended to 30 m more to north
of the unearthed area. Judged from the density of the
graves in the unearthed rows, about 15-20 graves can be
expected in a row, which means that the cemetery at
Jeges-hegy could contain 250-300 graves.

The graves we have unearthed evidence that the
first burials can be dated from around 950 the latest,
and the cemetery was used until the middle of the 11*
century. The graves on the plateau of the Jeges-hegy are
the earlier ones, they can be dated from the 10* cen-
tury. The graves are younger toward east, where they
weredistributed more densely as well. The finds suggest
that commoners were buried in the cemetery, yet a few,
regrettably stray finds from the 10" century indicate
richer graves. Probably theleaders of the first generation
of the community were buried in the perished graves
with richer grave furniture (harness and gilded silver
dress mount). (Fig. 3. 1, Fig. 5. 7-11)

The Hungarian graves unearthed at Fadd in 1999
contained a lockring, S-terminalled rings, various beads,
a twisted bronze torque, a pair of bracelets with snake
head ornaments, a bracelet with tapering terminals,
band and wire finger-rings. The finds suggest that com-
monerswere buried in the cemetery and thatthe graves
can be dated from the early and the middle phase, the
period of the foundation of the state.

The Hungarian graves from the 10*"-11* centuries
unearthed in 2000 contained lockrings, the fragment of
a gilded silver plaque ornamented by palmette motifs,
quiver mounts and arrowheads, an S-terminalled ring,
a bracelet with tapering terminals and a wire finger-ring.
The fragment with palmette ornament is the most ex-
quisite item, which could come from a sabretache plate
or a braid ornament (Fig. 10. 2). Thisis the firstitem of
this type and quality in the territory of Tolna county
even though it was fragmentary and secondarily
used.?
