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A BRIEF SUMMARY ON THE 6" INTERNATIONAL MEETING
ON PHYTOLITH RESEARCH (IMPR)
12"-15" SEPTEMBER 2006, BARCELONA, SPAIN

The latest, the 6™ International Meeting on Phytolith Research (IMPR) in row took place in the autumn of 2006
in Barcelona, Spain.

These international meetings are biannual occasions organised by member institutions of the Society for
Phytolith Research (SPR). The overall goal of the society is to create an international platform for those under-
taking phtyolith studies and to gather a worldwide audience of archaeologists, botanists, plant physiologists,
environmental scientists, geologists and researchers dealing with environmental and natural science. These
conferences and workshops give space for the dissemination of multi- and interdisciplinar studies, which
improve the communication and co-operation among the above mentioned disciplines, beside building the
discipline of phytolith studies.

The specific aim of the conference in Barcelona has been to discuss the development of the International
Code for Phytolith Nomenclature (ICPN). The ICPN serves as a common language for phytolith researchers
to understand eachother’s publication, results and helps to unify the interpretation of the various analysis. As
the "ambassador’ of the ICPN, in his invited talk, Terry BALL (Brigham Young University, USA) introduced
the advantages of the ’common language’ as a foreword of the meeting.

The scientific programme of the conference consisted of 3 presentation sessions and a poster session
ending with a daytrip to Tarragona on the coast, near the city of Barcelona. Titles of the sessions (as announ-
ced) was as follows:

1. Phytoliths in Methodology and Botany:
Among many, presentations were held in the field of phytolith classification methodologies and botanical
aspects such as the differentiation of given taxas by the implementation of phytolith morphometric
methods.

2. Phytoliths in Archaeology:
Presentations focused on the implementation of phytolith analysis and their interpretation in archaeo-
logical, archaeobotanical studies of cultural layers, artefacts from different historical and prehistorical
times, soils and various sediments.

3. Phytolith in Palaeoecology and Human-Environment Relationships:
Intra- and interdisciplinar studies were presented on the investigations of (ancient) human activities and
behaviour effecting the environment.

4. Poster session:
Posters were on display showing various phytolith research studies from more continents.

Abstracts of the presented papers were published in October 2006 in the Society for Phytolith Research

International Meeting on Phytolith Research.
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
